ENROLLED SENATE BILL NO.X1195:

This is to advise you that on this date, pursuant to the authority vested in me by Section 11 of
Article VI of the Oklahoma Gonstitution to approve or object to legislation presented to me, I
have VETOED Senate Bill 1195.

Senate Bill 1195 regulates the existence and future construction of privately owned anemometer
towers. Specifically, the Bill imposes requirements beyond the Airport Zoning Act and the
Aircraft Pilot and Passenger Protection Act. This Bill requires the Oklahoma Aeronautics
Commission to establish and maintain a database of all existing anemometer towers in the state,
and requires current and future owners of anemometer towers to provide the Commission with
certain information under the threat of a criminal penalty.

Anemometers serve as critical tools for Oklahoma citizens and businesses to assess wind
resources, and assist meteorologists in providing accurate weather forecasts. Anemometer
towers are appropriately regulated through Airport Zoning Act and the Aircraft Pilot and
Passenger Protection Act. Further, the concerns attempted to be addressed by this Bill are better
addressed through administrative rule making and civil remedies, rather than through criminal

penalties.
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
