¥hereas, smart clothing, professional résumé writing skills, and job interview coaching can
boost self-esteem, give women the ability to do well in interviews, and improve their chances of
achieving economic self-sufficiency; and

¥hereag, the Alliance of Career Development Nonprofits (ACDN), through its member
organizations and dedicated volunteers, annually serves thousands of disadvantaged women by
providing business attire, résumé preparation assistance, and career development training, in an
effort to help them present a professional image, increase their confidence, build interview skills,
and ultimately secure and maintain employment; and

Bhereas, the ACDN and its Oklahoma affiliate, Suited for Success, appreciate that Ariela and
