BPheread, Benjamin Franklin, at the Constitutional Convention in 1787 asked 1f it was possible that an empire
can rise without God’s help, and said that we have been assured in the sacred writings, ‘Except the Lord build
the house they labor in vain that build it” (Psalm 127:1); and

Bhereas, George Washington penned that: “animated alone by the pure spirit of Christianity” and
conducting ourselves as the faithful subjects of our free government, we may enjoy every temporal and spiritual

felicity; and

Bhereasd, Patrick Henry quoted Proverbs 14:34 for our nation: “Righteous alone can exalt a nation” but sin 1s
a disgrace to any people; and

%bereaﬁ, Thomas Jefferson, author of the Declaration of Independence, wrote: “Can the liberties of a nation
be thought secure” when we have removed the conviction that these liberties are the gift of God?

Bhereadd, these, and many other great men and women of America, giants in the structuring of American
history, were Christian statesmen of caliber and integrity who did not hesitate to express their faith;
