¥hereag, Native American men and women contribute to all areas of life in Oklahoma —
including government, business, arts and sciences, medicine, law enforcement and our armed
services; and

¥hereas, Native American Heritage Month is an occasion to recognize the thousands of Native
Americans in Oklahoma whose abilities and contributions strengthen our economy, enrich our
culture, and invigorate our local communities; and

Bhereas, it is fitting and proper to recognize the limitless potential of our tribal nations and the
essential role Native Americans play in advancing our state;

Now, therefore, I, Marp Ffallin, Gobernor, do hereby proclaim November 2016 as
