FINDING OF EMERGENCY:

The State Regents for Higher Education find that a compelling public
interest requires the passage of this emergency rule. The proposed
amendments to the Oklahoma's Promise rules must be addressed as soon
as possible to provide appropriate formal guidance to students in the program,
school officials and those that will graduate high school in May 2018.
GIST/ANALYSIS:

The proposed rule revisions provide more specific guidance for compliance
with three statutory conduct requirements for students participating in the
Oklahoma Higher Learning Access Program (Oklahoma's Promise). The
revisions will help ensure that compliance with the conduct requirements is
determined consistently for all students participating in the program. The
revisions also include the statutory provision that the conduct requirements
apply only to the student's actions that occur after the student begins
participation in the program. The revisions were drafted in consultation
with the Attorney General's office.

The proposed rule revisions are submitted as “"emergency" rule revisions
so that the changes can be effective for the 2018 high school graduating class.
Due to timeline scheduling requirements, the normal "permanent" rule revision
process will not allow the changes to be approved in time for the 2018 high
school graduating class.

Following is the specific guidance provided for the three conduct
requirements:

1. "Attend school regularly" will mean that the student was in attendance at
least eighty percent (80%) of each school year, excluding absences excused by
the school.

2. "Refrain from substance abuse" will mean that the student was not
adjudicated delinquent as a juvenile nor convicted of a crime as an adult by
a court of law for an offense involving a controlled dangerous substance, as
defined in the Oklahoma Statutes.

3. "Refrain from the commission of a crime or delinquent act" will mean
that student was not adjudicated delinquent as a juvenile nor convicted of a
crime as an adult by a court of law.

The revisions also direct local school districts to report to the State
Regents the compliance or noncompliance of students with the three conduct
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requirements. The schools will also be required to submit documentation with
reports of noncompliance.

The amendments are sought on an emergency basis so that formal guidance
can be provided to program participants graduating in May 2018 and the public
as soon as possible. Similar permanent rule amendments will be sought later
but would not become effective until after review by the Legislature during the
regular 2009 legislative session.

Expanding the definition of covered games in the Model
Tribal Gaming Compact to include "non-house-banked table
games;" and

Reforming rates, exemptions, deductions and credits on the
individual income tax code.

To create an accountability office designed to expose waste,
fraud and abuse of taxpayers' dollars in state government.
